INTRODUCTION

1. The curriculum (CR) was developed and
first introduced in 2019 in accordance with
the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine (CMU) “About the approval of the
list of study fields and majors which
applicants of higher education obtain” dated
29 April 2015 Ne266 and the Laws of Ukraine
"On Education” and "On Higher Education™.
The lineup of the work group is given in
Annex A to the CR.

Due to the lack of a higher education standard
for the beginner level of the Junior Bachelor's
Degree, the CR is developed according to the
National Qualifications Framework, approved
by the Resolution of the CMU dated 23
November, 2011 Nel341 as amended dated
25.06.2020, Ne519.

2. A synopsis of CR updates is provided in
Annex B to CR.

3. This CR is the next, third edition, which is
supplemented and updated according to
changes in the National Qualifications
Framework approved by the Resolution of the
Cabinet of Ministers dated 25 June 2020
Ne519, and entered into force on 1 September,
2020.

4. The CR is valid till the decision of the
Academic Council of KIWT and the relevant
document on the curriculum expiration.

5. The CR is updated annually in accordance with
paragraph 7.1.5 of the Guidelines for Quality and
Regulations on educational programs in SUIT,
taking into account the monitoring of the work
group and the wishes of stakeholders.

6. The curriculum is a component of the
management system and internal quality
assurance of KIWT SUIT.

7. Due to the fact that the CR provides
training of foreign students and periodic
external audit of the European Maritime
Safety Agency (EMSA) and the International
Maritime Organization (IMO), the text of the
CR is in two languages - Ukrainian and
English.

Classroom hours are usually distributed in
equal proportions between lectures and
practical. Subjects related to the operation of
ship equipment provide laboratory classes up to
25% of the total classroom hours. Subjects
OK4,14 have only practical classes. The
volume of classroom hours of most compulsory
full-time subjects is 40-50%, part-time - up to
12% (1 year), up to 16% (2 year).

.1 Optional courses are based on the principle
of a minimum set of subjects (so-called
"minor" course), which allows the applicant
to form an individual educational way by
gaining additional competencies in related
areas of expertise of river and sea transport
(junior bachelor degree), improve social skills
("soft skills™) or to get a core idea of other
majors and CR, which are taught in SUIT.
